Student to receive $1,500 a year for a
maximum of three years for full time course of
continuous duration providing each semester is
successfully completed.

The Bursary will be paid in equal installments at
the commencement of each semester providing
the student is making satisfactory progress.

Student to submit summary of their progress
and an official copy of their end of semester
results to the Gladstone Regional Art Gallery
and Museum Society’s committee prior to
receiving subsequent Bursary payments.

At the conclusion of their studies the student
may be invited to present an exhibition (approx.
25sqm), a portfolio of work for public viewing,
an installation or illustrated talk, etc; in
conjunction with Gladstone Regional Art Gallery
& Museum. The event will be influenced by the
area of study pursued and the nature of the
student’s work.
