MLA for Port 
Curtis from 1963 
until 1976. Hanson 
was a popular & 
highly respected local 
businessman & also patron 
of the Gladstone Artists 
Club.  As a tribute to Mr Hanson the Club established 
the Martin Hanson Memorial Art Awards & Exhibition 
in 1976. 

The Artists Club continued to administer the 
successful & expanding Awards until passing the 
administration to the Gladstone Regional Art Gallery & 
Museum in 1993. 

From 1976 until her death Mary Hanson (1924-
1998) officially opened the exhibition of entries  and 
presented the annual Art Awards in memory of her 
late husband. The Hansons’ daughter, Elizabeth Zussino 
continues the family commitment to the Awards.

Michele is Acting Director, and Art Museum Curator, at The 
University of Queensland Art Museum, having held the 
previous position of Curator of Public Programs. 

Curatorial projects include 100 Years: Highlights of The 
University of Queensland Art Collection 2010 (curated 
with Nick Mitzevich) and exhibitions on the work of 
contemporary artists Rosemary Laing, Judy Watson and 
Fiona Foley (co-curated with the Museum of Contemporary 
Art, Sydney). She co-curated one of UQ Art Museum’s most 
popular exhibitions Margaret Olley: Life’s journey 2009. 
Her curation of other collection-based exhibitions includes 
2008’s Blooms, beauty and babes and REPEAT THAT AGAIN! 
The serial impulse in art since the ‘sixties. 

She has worked on several exhibitions that combined 
art and social history. She curated, with Professor Peter 
Spearritt in 2005, UQ Art Museum’s Defending the north: 
Queensland in the Pacific war and, with artist Richard Bell 
in 2003, one of the exhibitions to launch the Museum of 
Brisbane: One square mile: Brisbane boundaries. 

Michele has also taught Art Theory at Queensland College 
of Art and was Administrator at the Institute of Modern Art, 
Brisbane from 1989 to 1993.
