6. Complete the entry form with title and caption explaining the image. (The
photographs selected for Saiki will have the information translated into Japanese).

7. Entries may be submitted anytime but must be received at the Gladstone
Regional Art Gallery & Museum by closing, 5pm Saturday 16 March 2013.

8. All entries submitted to the competition will be displayed at the Gallery/Museum
from 22 March - 4 May 2013, provided they are suitable for general public viewing.

9. All entries are retained and become part of the Council’s permanent collection
housed at the Gallery/Museum.

10. Entries will be judged by a panel. Judges’ decision is final and no correspondence
will be entered into.

11. Up to 30 images will be selected for inclusion in the Saiki exhibition. These images

will be enlarged to approximately 10”x8” (25.5 x 20cm), mounted and framed, by
organisers. Negatives or digital JPEG (.,jpg) files will be requested for this purpose
and subsequently returned to entrants.

12. Photographers whose work is selected will be presented with a certificate and an
enlargement of the selected photograph at the conclusion of the project.

13. The selected entries will be on display in Saiki, Japan during June 2013 and return to
the Gallery/Museum for display during August 2013 in conjunction with the
Gladstone Multicultural Festival.

Sister Citigs ~ 1 Cultural €xchange

The Sister City relationship between Gladstone and Saiki City was established on
4 September, 1996. The Sister City movement is a worldwide concept which
originated in the United States of America shortly after World War Il - a period in
history, like now, where people wanted to focus on community values and
exchanges to encourage international understanding and ultimately world
peace.

The principles of furthering communication and exchanges at a person-to-
person level through City-to-City affiliations was adopted by Australia in 1980
when the Australian Sister City Association was founded. Today there are some
200 municipalities across Australia that have over 460 overseas affiliations. ASCA
is part of an international effort to encourage understanding and co-operation
by promoting communication and exchanges between ordinary citizens from
different nationalities and cultures.

Saiki City, in Oita Prefecture, is located on Japan's southern island of Kyushu,
about 780 km south-west of Tokyo, and 150km east of Fukuoka City. It is the fifth
largest city in the eastern prefecture of Oita, and the centre of the south-east
region of Oita. Saiki is pleasantly located on Saiki bay, part of the Bungo
Channel that feeds the Inland Sea of Japan (Setonaikai).
