Memorial, Villers-Brettoneux, France.

Lieut.J.Meigh was commanding a Platoon of "B"
Company during the operations near BRAY.on 25-8-18. During
the 'advance he was killed by enemy Machine Gun Fire. He
was8 not buried by this Unit, as his body could not be found
after the attack, but later his personal effects were
forwarded to us by tne "Rangers/ (12th London Regt) who,
however, stated that they were unable to bury his body as
they were advancing ati the time. It is now know.if his
body was buried subsequently.
